J Participation

Participation points make up the majority of your grade. Being properly prepared for class
includes not only having your part learned, but also having your instrument, music book,
sheet music, and pencil ready by the time rehearsal begins. Materials are available in class
and should be ready for use by the time rehearsing begins.

Attitude and effort also affect participation.

Q) Practice Record

A student should practice a minimum of 90 minutes a week, but is encouraged fo practice
more. Each week should be signed by the student’s parent/guardian. Both the amount of
practice and each parent signature are worth points. Practicing reinforces both cognitive
development and muscle memory, and is therefore plays an integral role in the musical
process.

D Tests

Playing AND written tests will be administered throughout the school year. Students will be
graded on pitch, rhythm, tfempo, and musicality (interpretation, dynamics, efc.). The
purpose of the playing tests is to monitor progress. If tests are missed, you are responsible for
arranging with me a makeup test within 3 school days of your return.

2 Homework

Homework includes listening logs, which is a documentation of classical music. A student
should listen to a minimum of 30 minutes a week of classical music, and should write down
what he or she has listened to and the length of each individual piece. Each week should
be signed by the student’s parent/guardian.

There may be occasional homework assignments given out in class.
